RULE CHANGE

Fines for Rules and Regulations Violations

1. When the violation is reported or noticed, a letter is sent to the homeowner outlining the violations and giving them 14 days to correct the violation.  They are also informed that they may request a hearing concerning the problem.  Owners will be notified and held responsible for the actions of their tenants, if rented.


2. If the violation is not corrected in the 14 days allowed, a $25.00 fine will be added to the homeowner’s account.  The fine is due with the next monthly assessment payment.


3. If the violation is not corrected in an additional 14 days (28 days total at this point), an additional $25.00 fine will be assessed. 


4. There will be an additional $25.00 fine assessed for each 14 day period that the violation is not corrected. 


5. If the fines are not paid, they will be handled like non-payment of monthly assessments subject to the Devonshire collection policy.  


6. If the property is rented, it will be the owner’s responsibility to pay the fines and to make sure the violations are corrected.

Repeat violations:  After the first violation is corrected, if the violation reoccurs, the $25.00 fine will be assessed without the prior warning letter.
